I. Ms. Ditchkus called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

II. The minutes of the meeting of March 11, 2010 were accepted as presented.

III. Chairman’s Report – No report

IV. Old Business

A. Streetscape – Phase IV

Mr. Sheil reported that the plans are in good shape and that a coordination meeting with DOT was held.  There were some electrical details to work out and then we will go out to bid.  

In discussion it was determined that the budget is very tight based on the estimated costs.  Items left to cover are Phase IV streetscape, parking lot paving, and signage.  Bids will be on a line item basis so that we can eliminate certain elements if necessary.

Mr. Sheil said the parking lot is ready to go except for some wiring details for the lighting.  Discussion was held on parking lot details.  Those plans can be submitted to G. Pic for pricing.  The Committee reserves the right to bid the project.

Mr. Gregory noted that Bishop Ramirez brought up the flooding at Al Dente’s at the last meeting.  Milone & MacBroom investigated and found that the new sidewalk was not at fault.

It was noted that a fire hydrant was rusted.  Mr. Sheil said that the water company would be notified.

Discussion was held regarding the old bench on Naugatuck Avenue.  
        
B. Wayfinding Signage

Mr. Gregory said that the Committee authorized $40,000 for a sign study.  MPI did the study in-house and was now looking for $30,000 for construction of signage.
Ms. Ditchkus suggested that MPI come to next month’s meeting and present their request.
  
C. Housatonic River Park Sign

Mr. Gregory presented a design from Mr. Sign.  Ms. Eaton was authorized to work with Mr. Sign to get the colors that the Committee wants.

D. Welcome to Devon

Ms. Ditchkus said she is working on artificial holiday wreathes for the lampposts.  She has an estimate of $35-40 each.

Ms. Ditchkus noted that there was a tree on the esplanade that looks dead.  PW will be notified.

V. New Business

A. Mr. Gregory noted that there was a new Chair of Devon Day, Susan Feher.

B. Mr. Vargo said that snow stakes with reflectors should be in the esplanades all year.   

C. It was noted that Mr. Amann has a diamond plaque dedicated to him.

D. Mr. Vargo noted that the property at the corner of Naugatuck and Bridgeport Avenue needed maintanence.  A letter will be sent to the owner.

E. Ms. Ditchkus inquired about the Ganim wall.  It was noted that the wall was completed.

F. Mr. Charland noted some trees had not bloomed.
Ms. Ditchkus said that in another month we should check and get them replaced.

G. Mr. Vargo said that crosswalks at Naugatuck and Bridgeport Avenues had not been completed.  Mr. Gregory will investigate.

H. Ms. Ditchkus noted that St. Ann’s School was closed.  It was a sad note for Devon.
