I. Chair Ditchkus called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

III. Election of Vice Chair

V. Old Business

A. Phase IV

Mr. Sheil reported that he had been informed of the additional $80,000 secured by Rep Rose and had the plans revised to include six (6) lampposts in the streetscape on Bridgeport Avenue.  Those plans have been sent to G. Pic for a price quote.  After review, Mr. Sheil said that there would be some additional funds available and he recommended putting back some landscaping in the plan and keeping more in contingency.

A motion was made and seconded to include six lampposts, a larger contingency amount and additional landscaping into Phase IV.

If there were funds left over after the completion the committee could examine other areas to spend the funds.

The issue of the rusty gate between Mr. Falaguerra’s property and Kingdom Life’s property was discussed.
Mr. Gregory will contact the Bishop regarding this matter.

Mr. Sheil thought that the work could begin in May.
       
B. Clock

It was reported that the City had contracted with a company in Stratford to maintain the clock.  It was working but not adjusted for Daylight Savings Time.  Public Works (PW) will be notified.

C. Bus Shelter

Mr. Charland reported that PW would install the shelter at the same location soon.

D. Drainage on Naugatuck Avenue

Mr. Charland reported that there would be a public meeting on May 4th at 7 p.m. at City Hall regarding the drainage plan.  He expressed concern about possible disruption of our streetscape with drainage construction.  After discussion, it was decided that any construction is a couple of years away and we could not delay the streetscape work.  If there was any damage to the streetscape it would have to be repaired.

VI.  New Business

A. The thank you letter to PW Director Bruce Kolwicz was noted.

B. Planning Issues – Tabled

C. Lights Out – Mr. Vargo noted that lights were out in the Rivercliff area.  PW will be notified.  Also the street signs at Rivercliff and Bridgeport and Naugatuck Avenue will be installed by PW.

D. Thank You Letter – The committee decided to send a letter of thanks to Rep Rose for her efforts in obtaining the additional $80,000 for the project.
