     Ms. Ditchkus called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

II. The minutes of the meeting of August 5, 2010, were approved.

III. Chairman’s Report – None

IV. Old Business

A. Phase IV

John Hammer presented the revised plans for finishing the parking lot and streetscape on Bridgeport Avenue from Naugatuck Avenue to Avon Street on the north side and to the Bridgeport Flyer Diner on the south side to include conduit but no lampposts.  He explained that this was the extent of the work that could be done with the remaining funding.    

The Committee expressed a desire to have the lampposts and the streetscape extended past the diner and to Hazelwood Avenue included in the project and will seek additional funding.  The Committee requested cost estimates to finish the job as originally designed.  

Mr. Gregory expressed his concern with the deadline of December 31, 2010, as the expiration of the grant.  Talks with the contractor were not concluded as of this date but there is a question as to whether or not he could complete the job this construction season.  Mr. Gregory will contact DECD regarding an extension of the grant.

Mr. Charland said that the Milford Public Works Department planned to stripe the lot and put up the required signage.  Mr. Gregory and Mr. Charland will investigate the situation.

B. Banners

Ms. Eaton presented samples of Halloween banners that would be purchased with brick funds for $100.00.

C. Wreaths

Ms. Ditchkus presented a catalogue of 30” wreaths that would be lighted and reusable.

V. New Business

A member of the audience, Bill Kowalski, said that he had complained about a sign that had been knocked down.  It was determined that it was a state DOT responsibility.  Mr. Gregory will contact Rep. Lambert for her assistance.  

Mr. Charland expressed concern that PW cannot buy a street sign from the designated company.  Mr. Gregory will investigate.

Mr. Averaimo noted that a letter was to be sent to property owners regarding their maintainence.  Mr. Gregory said a letter would be sent.  Discussion was held regarding property maintainence.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
