The order on the agenda was changed by unanimous consent.  

IV. Old Business

A. Streetscape – Phase III

Mr. Gregory reported that the contract was under review by DECD and the City Attorney.  After signing, Milone and MacBroom would begin work.

B. Welcome to Devon 

Mr. Charland asked if the overhead lights were still necessary after the lampposts were installed on Naugatuck Avenue.  The Mayor and Mr. Kolwicz responded that they were necessary due to DOT lighting requirements.

Ms. Ditchkus reported that there was increased graffiti in Devon.  Discussion was held on the problem.  The Mayor asked if state grant funds could be used to offer a reward for information leading to an arrest.  Mr. Gregory will investigate.

V. New Business

A. Heritage Colors/Post Flower Hangers

Ms. Eaton distributed a paint color chart from Benjamin Moore and offered her services to assist anyone who wanted to paint their building.  It was suggested that a press release be issued announcing that a color palette is available.

Ms. Eaton presented a design for a plant arm that allowed for a banner as well as a basket.  She has been researching ways to get plants watered.  The City has a water tank for lower plants.  A 7’ extension pump is needed to reach the plants.  Discussion was held regarding plants and banners.

Mr. Kolwicz suggested a trial run of a dozen planter arms at the gateway area.


A motion was made and seconded to have Ms. Eaton complete a planter arm design and obtain a price.
