Members of the public were also present as per the attached attendance sheet.

I. In the absence of the Chairman, Ms. Ditchkus called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

II. Consideration of the minutes was delayed until a quorum was reached.

III. Chairman’s Report was delayed until the Chairman arrived.

IV. Naugatuck Avenue Streetscape

Mr. Sheil reported that the four designs for the diamond signature bricks had been prepared and would be going out to bid soon.  Mr. Gregory reported that a pre-construction meeting had been held with all interested parties including Milone & MacBroom, G. Pic & Sons (the contractor) and the utilities.  Both SBC (AT&T) and SCG (Southern CT Gas Company) requested some work to be done.  Coordination was worked out with all parties.  A tentative start date of April 1, 2006, was discussed.  The contract calls for a 90-day work schedule.

At this time Chairman Amann arrived.  

The Chair noted the presence of Marion Smith and the problem with her driveway.  He directed Mr. Gregory to take care of the situation.

Speaker Amann yielded the chair to Ms. Ditchkus.

A motion was made by Ms. D’Archangelo and seconded by Bishop Ramierz to approve the minutes of January 12, 2006.

V. Old Business

A. Washington Bridge Closings

Speaker Amann encouraged all to patronize Devon businesses during the closings.  Ms. D’Archangelo expressed her appreciation to the press for articles regarding the situation.

B. Welcome to Devon

Ms. Ditchkus presented the history of Devon booklet and gave copies to all in attendance.  It will be given out free of charge at future events.  

A question was raised concerning the “Village of Devon” name.  Ms. Ditchkus explained that it was done a number of years ago to improve the image of Devon.  It has no official status.

C. Street Name Change

Alderman Garbus reported that it is still in the works.

D. Clock Status

Mr. Gregory reported that the granite was scheduled to be delivered Friday or the first part of next week.  Construction of the base is estimated to be a day and a half.  If the contractor fails to perform, the city can revoke the contract; but that would cause further delays.  Once the base is constructed, coordination of the erection of the clock will take place with Public Works and clock company personnel.  Mr. Gregory’s target date is to have the clock up by Easter.

E. Memorial Brick Program

A motion was made by Speaker Amann and seconded by Ms. Ditchkus, to approve the plan submitted at last month’s meeting allowing residents to purchase a brick.

VI. New Business

Ms. Ditchkus brought up the enforcement of laws regarding unsightly properties.  She has notified the Zoning Enforcement Officer.  She encouraged people to report any unkempt property.

Mr. Goodrich noted that he had presented material related to “Village Districts” to the committee last month.  After discussion, Speaker Amann said that more time should be devoted to this subject and suggested it be placed on the agenda for next month.  The Commission agreed.

There being no other business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:55 p.m.
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
