I. Mr. Gregory called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

II. Election of Chair

Mr. Gregory called for nominations for Chair.  
Mr. Vargo nominated Ms. Ditchkus, seconded by Mr. Averaimo and Mr. Charland.  There being no further nominations
Ms. Ditchkus was declared Chair by acclamation.  Ms. Ditchkus thanked the Committee and assumed the Chair of the meeting.
She called for nominations for Vice Chair.  Mr. Vargo nominated Ms. Eaton.  Since Ms. Eaton was not present the Committee voted to table the election.

V. Old Business

A. Phase IV

Mr. Sheil said that the final walk-thru had been held on Phases III, the parking lot had been paved and lighted, G. Pic repaired a drainage situation at Al Dente’s and would repair their awning that was damaged during construction.  He then presented the situation regarding Phase IV.  Contract negotiations with G. Pic had resulted in a signed contract for work on Bridgeport Avenue that matched the remaining funding with a $5,000 contingency.  That work would include the sidewalk with granite curbs and inlaid bricks for 200’ on the north side and 300’ on the south side including driveway aprons at the Bridgeport Flyer Diner but no landscaping, no street furniture, no decorative fencing and no lampposts although conduit would be installed.
Mr. Sheil thought that it might take two months to complete.

The Committee expressed concerns about the loss of the lampposts.  Mr. Sheil estimated it would cost about $80,000 to restore six lampposts to the project.  Representative Rose said she would attempt to find funds.

The Committee expressed concern about the lack of signage at both municipal lots.  Public Works will be contacted.

The Committee expressed concern about the street signs at Rivercliff and the corner of Naugatuck and Bridgeport Avenues.  Public Works will be contacted.
  
B. Grant Extension

Mr. Gregory said that an extension had been approved by DECD until 12-31-2011.

C. Letter to Property Owners

Mr. Gregory said that the enclosed letter had been sent to all property owners on Naugatuck and Bridgeport Avenues.

VI. New Business

A. Murals of Milford

Mr. Gregory reported that Mr. Saley had donated the side of the Bridgehouse Restaurant for a mural.  He asked for other suggestions of possible mural locations.  The black and white wall by the parking lot, Devon News building and former shoe repair building were mentioned.

B. Trucks Parked on Bridgeport Avenue

Ms. Ditchkus noted that there are some trucks on Bridgeport Avenue all night.  Milford Police will be notified.

C. Bus Shelter

Ms. Ditchkus noted that the bus shelter is missing.  Committee agreed to wait until good weather to ask Public Works.


D. Clock

Discussion was held about the non-functioning of the clock.  It was decided to send the Mayor and Public Works a copy of the maintainence agreement for inclusion in the budget.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
