WALNUT BEACH ASSOCIATION
FEBRUARY 9, 2009
The February 9, 2009 meeting of the Walnut Beach Association convened at  7:10 p.m. and was officiated over by Joe Garbus, President.  The meeting opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.  There were 13 members present.

SECRETARY’s REPORT:  The Secretary’s Report was read by Lucille DeLornezo and was approved with one minor correction:  There was no “$100 in renewals’.  Instead, there was a payment to Z1 Design in the amount of $31.38 for domain names for our new website.

TREASURER’s REPORT:  The Treasurer’s Report was read by Barbara Godejohn showing a balance of $8,965.42.  Two new membership renewals were received tonight in the amount of $20.  A motion to accept the report was made and seconded.

PRESIDENT’s REPORT:  The President’s report was made by Joe Garbus as follows:


An update on the Boardwalk indicated that unfortunately, Gov. Jodi Rell took away the bonding money from the state budget due to the current economic situation..  The boardwalk will not be completed as expected.  


Block Watch:  The assistant police chief recommended that we wait to set this up until it is needed.  The police have been on the job and there is not a need for a block watch at the time. However, we do have three people who are willing to start as soon as necessary.


Milford Bank:  Susan Patrick spoke with the bank representative about continuing their support of the Walnut  Beach Festival.  In the past the bank has given us $1000.  If we move our account to Milford Bank, they will allow us to increase our request to $1500.  A follow up talk with take place under New Businesses.

NEW BUSINESS:  

LOGO:  President Joe Garbus has requested that we use our official logo, the Arches, on all material going out in the name of Walnut Beach.

WEBSITE DEVELOPMENT:  Joe has been talking with Kim Rose who has offered to help us with this project.  Since Kim was not at the meeting, there is not much to report other than it is being worked on at this time.

FESTIVAL INSURANCE:  Mary received an email from the City showing many new regulations on insurance  coverage for the festival.  Barbara Godejohn, Treasurer, also received a copy of this and has been in touch with our insurance company to update our coverage as necessary, including additional coverage for the Board.  This however, cannot take place until the policy renewal is due in July, at which time the riders will be added.

PETITION:; A Petition to the City of Milford has been made by the membership of the Walnut Beach Association requesting enforcement of the $200,000 obligation of Shweky Enterprises (Developer of Beach Shore village) to be paid to the Walnut Beach Association for its failure to comply with the terms of its agreement with the City of Milford to perform upgrades and renovations.  A copy of the Petition is attached.

All present signed the petition as individuals and Joe Garbus signed as President of the Walnut Beach Assn.

BUSINESS MEMBERSHIP:  Alfa Pizza owner, Michael, is working to organize the businesses along the Naugatuck Ave/Broadway corridors.  He will work to add new members and seek more businesses to come in.

MILFORD BANK:  After further discussion, it was agreed to set up our banking with Milford Bank as they will increase their commitment to us for contributions to the WBArts Festival.  Additionally, it makes sense as the bank is just down the street (A neighborhood bank, per se).  It also offers free checking .  A vote was made and seconded to move our account to Milford Bank.  This will be completed by Barbara Godejohn this week.
MAILING ADDRESS:  It was requested By Lucille deLorenzo to open a Post Office Box in Walnut Beach’s name.  Since each officer and some members send out mail, we should have one return address.  This was motioned and seconded and Barbara Godejohn will open a P.O. Box this week at the Naugatuck Avenue post office.  Keys should be given to those who receive mail regularly, i.e., President, Treasurer, Secretary, Director of the WBA Arts Festival, Vendor Chairperson.

NOTE:  Suzanne Manning of the Devon Association asked us to keep the  date of April 25 open as the association will again organize a Kite Flying Day at Walnut Beach.  This was well attended in 2008 and it is a very fun event for all to enjoy.

MEMBERSHIP DATE:  After much discussion, it was motioned and seconded that we would move the new membership date from November to September.  This coincides with the Board Nominations which also occurs in September.
