I. Ms. Ditchkus called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

II. The minutes of the meeting of January 14, 2010 were accepted as presented.

III. Chairman’s Report – No report

IV. Old Business

A. Streetscape – Phase IV

Mr. Sheil presented the plans for Phase IV extending from Naugatuck Avenue on Bridgeport Avenue to Avon on the north side and just past the Bridgeport Flyer on the south side.  Mr. Sheil pointed out the landscaping in the streetscape.  Coordination with DOT and DECD will be accomplished.  He anticipates getting approved plans back in April, out to bid shortly thereafter, with construction this summer.

In response to a question from Ms. Ditchkus, Mr. Sheil said we would coordinate with all utilities, especially UI, to get rid of double wood poles.

Regarding the parking lot, Mr. Sheil presented plans for a 16-car lot at 120 Bridgeport Avenue.  Mr. Goodrich questioned the loss of one space.  Mr. Sheil said that the actual design differed slightly from the previous plan causing the loss of one space.  Mr. Gregory noted that he had checked with the City Attorney regarding this matter.

A request was made to remove an old bench at the corner of Naugatuck Avenue.  Mr. Sheil will investigate.

B. Naugatuck Avenue Drainage

Mr. Gregory reported that BL Companies were working on the plans now.  Public Works was in charge of the project at this point.

C. Welcome to Devon – No Report

D. Bus Shelter – Street Lighting

Lampposts have been ordered and insurance claims are being processed.  A work order has been submitted for lights out to be repaired.  Mr. Vargo noted lights out in the clock.  That will be reported to PW.  Also UI pole number 591 has double wood.  That message will be sent to UI.

Discussion was held relative to excessive speed on Bridgeport Avenue.  A letter will be sent to DOT requesting appropriate signage.
  
E. Clock

Mr. Gregory reported that the clock had been repaired and was chiming.

V. New Business

Mr. Amann asked if the lines could be painted at the Rivercliff intersection.  It was reported they had been painted but had worn off.  Mr. Amann requested and received permission to contact DOT regarding a more permanent solution.  

Mr. Amann complained about the cleanliness of the sidewalks.  A letter will be sent to all property owners informing them of their responsibilities and requesting cooperation.

Bishop Ramirez said that Al Dente’s restaurant was getting water damage from the sidewalk.  Mr. Sheil will investigate.
