JUNE 9, 2008

The June 9, 2008 meeting of the Walnut Beach Association was called to order at 7:05

pm by Jerry Blackwell, President.

The President’s report was read and accepted (see attached)

The Secretary’s report was read and approved

Treasurer’s Report – There is a balance in the checking account of $8,904.34.  Riders for the insurance for the Festival are in the mail per Dave Margolies.  Total cost - $469.

Membership – Elvira was not at the meeting but the following was reported through

            Secretary Peggy White;

            -To date, we have a  total of 90 members.  Only 18 2007 members have not

                        renewed.

Stowe Farm Art Center – Peggy White reported that Tom Ivers is getting together focus groups for the public to hear about the project

Firehouse Gallery was represented by Lisa Nakamura.  The next opening is Thursday 6/26 called “Words on Paper”.  The event is open to the public from 6pm-8pm.

Unfinished Business – The security camera program is waiting on the police department as they are also working with another area association also

Capital Improvement Project – the city is working on an easement from property owners at Beachside Condominium.  Currently, they have 4-6 parking spaces at the end of Naugatuck Ave which is needed for the beach improvement project to proceed.

Sidewalk repairs on Naugatuck Avenue are to be done in conjunction with the building of the condos.  When the work is finished, the sidewalks will be repaired.

Also, the owners of the new condominium units are seeking to change the zoning for their new buildings on E. Broadway to total housing.  The original plans called for 20% of the units to be storefronts.  Visit the Devon website “Village of Devon” for further information on P&Z meetings.

President Jerry Blackwell reported that we are seeking a grant from Citizens Bank from their Community Project department and the grant will be between $1K - $5k.  These grants will be used for our Festival and other projects.

Also, President Jerry Blackwell is working with Citizens Bank in opening a satellite office in the Walnut Beach area between Monroe and Naugatuck Avenues

Wave Bus – The Milford Chamber of Commerce is once again running its Wave Program which will operate from July 4 through August 30, 2008, from 5 p.m. – 10 p.m. on Friday evenings and then on Saturdays from 1 p.m. through 10 p.m.  This is a free shuttle which will take our neighbors from Naugatuck Avenue & Broadway to areas such as the Bridge House, shops downtown, and other restaurants participating in the program.  The cost to the Association is $250 for the season and this is being subsidized, for the most part, by our local area business community.

Economic Development Commission – Walnut Beach is now officially a “destination” and is now on the Map of Milford!

Arts Festival – the Department of Environmental Protection has indicated that we will be required to have additional DEP security the day of the 5K walk.  This is to protect the areas that the runners will go through.  There will be a cost to the Festival for this security, which is yet to be determined.  

NOTE:  There will be a Festival meeting on 6/16 at St. Gabriels Church at 7:00 p.m.

Volunteers for all areas are need and the meeting is open to the public.  All committee chairs are filled.

The festival will include an instructional tent by Firehouse Gallery, including Watercolors, clay demonstrations, Antique Car display, non profit tables, massage therapists, the 5k foot race, and new this year is the Championship High School run.. Also David Martin, a nationally known illusionist, will be performing.

Our 118th district representative, Barbara Lambert attended the meeting and introduced herself.  Barbara grew up in the area and is pleased to be serving in this role.

The meeting adjourned at 8:10 p.m.
