Presidents Report read by President Garbus
Thank you all for coming to the meeting this evening. 
1. Boardwalk:  The work on the boardwalk has started up again.   The naming of the boardwalk has become complicated and will be discussed under new business.  The completion of the Boardwalk is expected the end of October the beginning of November.

2. Enhancement Committee: The committee approved the plan to put up fencing along East Broadway to the entrance of Walnut Beach.  We also approved to do the sidewalks on the east side of Naugatuck Avenue from Tudor Road to Monroe Street.  Other items are still being discussed and the next meeting is tomorrow night.

3. Festival: I would like to thank all the festival chairs and the members of the committees that helped them.  Laura did a great job for her first year as the festival chair.  I’ve heard mostly positive comments about the festival itself. More discussion about the festival will be under old business.

A Motion was made to accept all reports as read, seconded and approved.

Old Business
Block Watch:  No complaints.  Police doing well under Quality of Life Initiative.

Membership Report
Elvira Prokosky, Chairman, reported that two applications were received since the July meeting.

Renewal: Lazy Lobster
Added note:  Renewals of Firehouse Gallery and Ortiz

Sent out a partial list of 2010-2011 membership renewals. Balance to be mailed out by end of this week because she needs more application forms.

It was reported that no applications were handed out at the Festival; however, new member Deborah Kendall stated she had gotten hers while she was there.

Festival Comments:  
· Wall of Art submissions are still sitting at SoBoBo Art Gallery.  Chairman, Allan Dudek to contact Frank Vespi – Head of Visual Arts at Board of Ed. 
· Vendors do want to come back next year/had good comments 
· Walnut Beach Day signs to be removed from Meadows End and Pumpkin Delight.
· Two Sandwich boards are still missing. They were removed from Cherry & Prospect Street and New Haven Avenue & Prospect Street.  Allan Dudek to check with Milford Fine Arts Council.
· PR: It was brought up that there was not much advertising done for the Festival…Chairman Laura Ambrogio stated she could not find anyone to be chairman and she doesn’t have the expertise to have handled it. However, even though there wasn’t much, there still was a good turnout.
· President Garbus brought up a letter from a WBA member who was not happy about her placement.  Vice President Ambrogio tried to explain that there is confusion as to whether she should be reimbursed for one year or three years.  Secretary TurnerWoods explained that it was she who brought up the fact that WBA members get the space for free at the Festival and it has been practice for the past 3 years (and was discussed at the July meeting as well as with the Chairman of the Festival, Chairman of the Vendors and President Garbus on more than one occasion). That there is no confusion, that her complaint has nothing to do with re-imbursement but has to do with the policy for the past three years. Vice President Ambrogio stated that the question “Are you a member of the WBA?” is on the application and this vendor/member did not answer it. Secretary TurnerWoods stated, “Perhaps she felt she just wanted to donate her fee.” 

It is to be discussed at Executive Committee to be scheduled.

New Business
Website:  
· State Farm Insurance as added to the web since he did make a sponsorship donation to the Festival.
· Video was uploaded – completed by John Powers

Laura Ambrogio, as Vice President, presented Milford Literacy Program annual fund raiser – this year a motorcycle ride and the sponsorship levels are:
· Chrome:  $500
· Leather Jacket:  $250
· Jacket:	 $100

A motion was made, seconded and accepted to donate a “Leather Jacket” level of sponsorship for $250 to the Milford Literacy Program.

She continued as Chairman of the Festival to announce that even though the final calculations for the Festival are not completed she feels we should give the following:
· 10% to ST. Gabriel Church
· 10% to Milford Fine Arts Council

It was brought to the membership attention:  “Do you want the funding to go to the Milford Fine Arts Council? Or do you want it to go to Firehouse Gallery because if you give it to the Milford Fine Arts Council, they will use it as General Funds and Firehouse Gallery will not receive it. 

A motion was made, seconded and accepted as the following:
· 10% to ST. Gabriel Church
· 10% to Firehouse Gallery

Laura Ambrogio, Chairman of the Festival, also wants to expand the “advertising” of the Festival by having money from this year’s Festival to be allocated for Small Concert Series:
· 3 concerts prior to the Festival
· 3 concerts after the Festival
The series would take place on Sunday evenings from 4 pm to 7 pm and will be Chaired by Wendy (Committee of Summer Concert Series)

Questions arose concerning the payment of these…a reminder that this was only something to think about and should be voted on at a later date after the financial report of the festival is made.

Name of Boardwalk
Secretary Donna TurnerWoods reported that she had attended the Parks & Recreation Committee and that Chairman Dan Worhl explained that since there was so much contention surrounding the naming of the boardwalk he made a motion tabling the naming of the boardwalk until after the boardwalk is completely constructed.  It was accepted.
Discussion arose as to the name of the Boardwalk. Mr. Benefico mentioned he is partial to Walnut Beach while his wife is partial to Myrtle Beach. 
It was discussed how the boardwalk is actually being built over Myrtle Beach and that Walnut Beach/Silver Sands seemed to have taken over forgetting a community and stretch of beach that was more thriving than the other beaches for the Walnut Beach Amusement Park was actually on Myrtle Beach.
Secretary Donna TurnerWoods suggested “Joseph Garbus – Myrtle Beach Connection” because of President Garbus’ continued fight for our community’s quality of life, community camaraderie and the remembering of Myrtle Beach Community and that Walnut Beach’s future is connected to its past.
A continuation of the naming will be brought up at the next meeting since completion of the boardwalk is the end of October, beginning of November.
Boys & Girls Club
Boys & Girls Club (formerly West Shore Recreation Center) would like to be a guest speaker at a meeting to discuss fundraising and the plight of the Club and the reason behind them breaking away from the national Boys & Girls Club organization.  
It was decided that they would have to attend the January 2011 meeting due to elections and no meeting during December.
Nominations
It was brought up that nomination of officers should be done at this meeting, and nominations began by nominating the same slate of officers that is presently in office - but halted because nominations are to be done at the next meeting with voting in November.  A letter with a nomination list will be included within the next meeting announcement packet. The nominations should be completed and returned for the next meeting on Monday, October 11, 2010.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:19 pm.
