WALNUT BEACH ASSOCIATION
MEETING

MONDAY, FEBRUARY 8, 2010

The Walnut Beach Association monthly meeting was called to order by President Joe Garbus at 7:10 pm.  Membership recited the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Eleven members were present as well as Joe Garbus, Laura Ambrogio, Leisa Gazdik, and Donna TurnerWoods.

Secretary’s Report:  Minutes of Last Meeting (January 2010) were not read since mailing of minutes to the members is taking place.

Treasurer’s Report:  Was read and is attached.

President’s Report:  President Joe Garbus reported on:

· Enhancement Committee:  The Enhancement Committee had met on February 4th.  Architect Steve Wing presented his design of the project (which enfolds three projects.)  Mr.  Bill McCarthy, Director of Parks & Recreation, wanted to make sure that a chest of some sort with first aide and safety equipment enclosed was included.  The sidewalks that were a concern were from Tudor Road down Naugatuck.  The sidewalks around the new complex on Monroe, Naugatuck, Joy Rd. & East Broadway are all privately owned by the complex owner. 

· The Boardwalk construction is underway.  Pilings are being placed.  The Boardwalk will be between the brush and the dunes, closer to the dunes to protect the nesting grounds of the Plover.  It will take approximately 10 months to complete.
· Members of the Board met with Susan Patrick, former Organizer/Chairman of the Walnut Beach Arts Festival to discuss preparations, budget, logo, etc.  Discussion is needed regarding certain aspects of the Festival.
Laura Ambrogio, Vice President and Chairman of the Walnut Beach Arts Festival discussed and answered questions regarding the Festival.  

· Last year’s net profit was approx. $5,000.  

· Because of the expenditures, it was decided to bring to the membership a Budget Allocations for approval.  (Budget Allocations is attached).
· Festival Logo:  There was concern about the three sailboat logo for the festival.  The Towers at the park entrance has been the focal point of Walnut Beach for quite sometime and they not being part of the logo for the festival had caused the concern.  A local artist had designed a piece featuring the Towers, Naugatuck Avenue, Long Island Sound, and the three sailboats to be possibly the new logo.  (A copy of the final version is attached.) 
Vote:  A vote was made on which logo would be used for the Festival:

· Three Sailboats

· Towers

· Depiction of Towers, Naugatuck Avenue and Three Sailboats

The vote was unanimous choosing Depiction of Towers, Naugatuck Avenue and Three Sailboats.
Membership Report:  Elvira Prokoski was absent but it was reported that there was one renewal she received, and President Garbus reported he received four more renewals in the mail on February 8th, 2010.
Beautification Committee:  Chairman Wil Rodriguez was not present.  No report given.  Concern as to which way the Committee was going was discussed.  Stowe Avenue issues with abandoned car and shopping carts were discussed.

Block Watch Committee:  Chairman Tom Franceour was not present, nor was Joe Chindemi.  No complaints have been made.  It was discussed that the light outside of SoBoBo Art Gallery is an issue.  It is motion sensored and only shines when a car goes by.  There is no other light on the street on either side from SoBoBo up to the 4-way stop at Naugatuck, Broadway and East Broadway.  Customers are worried about the darkness and are fearful of walking to SoBoBo when it is opened at night.  Those customers have not returned for the art strolls nor have they returned during evening Gallery hours.

Alderman Paula Smith took note and will speak to the Police concerning the poor lighting in the area.

A motion was made by Marty Lipman to accept the reports as read; and was seconded by Dave Cameron.

Old Business:

· Cameras are placed at the Pavilion due to vandalism

· Cameras at 4-corners need funding;

· Vandalism at the Pavilion, Firehouse Gallery discussed

New Business:

· Had to call for sweep cleaning:  Presently there is only one sweeper available.  One is in the budget to be purchased.  There are approximately 244 miles of road in Milford.  The sweeper goes a at a rate of 5 miles/per hour and needs to cover approximately 488 miles (sweeping both sides of the streets) twice a year

· A quarterly newsletter to be mailed out to the membership.

· The website needs to be updated.

· Boardwalk:  Drawings will be available at the next meeting for viewing.

· Paula Smith, Alderman, announced that the Wildemere Beach Association will be having a Public Service Day on Saturday, May 1st from 9 am to Noon:  The Police Mobile Unit – showing and discussing bicycle safety, etc. will be on-site as well as a Fire Apparatus – discussing and showing safe burns, etc.  It will be held at the Wildemere Beach Congregational Church.
A motion to adjourn was made and seconded.  The meeting adjourned at 8:36 pm.
