Minutes - General Meeting     May 15, 2007  7:00 pm

Carol Klingele called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m. 

Board Introduction:  Carol introduced the 2007 Board on Directors: 

President-Carol Klingele, Vice President-Bob Rudd; Recording Secretary–Connie Pino     Treasurer–Lucille Dente, Members–Brian Doheny, Lynn Garand, Mike Lyngaas, Joe Puzzo, Anita Riggi

Treasurers Report – Lucille Dente reported a balance of $1805.00 in our treasury.  Dues for 2007 are due.  Checks can be mailed to Lucille at 220 Broadway, Milford, CT.  Members who do not pay their dues will not be sent information about our meetings.  
Park Update – Bob Rudd reported that he is looking for volunteers to help plan 

a Wildemere Beach Park dedication/celebration within a few weeks.  Call Bob at 877-1951 if you are willing to help.  Many thanks to Brian Doheny for his great work keeping the park mowed and to Sharon Poole and Bob Rudd for their tireless work on the plantings.  Sharon needs volunteers to help compost the plants.  Call Sharon at 878-4155 if you can pitch in!

Members voted to purchase/display signs reminding people to pick up after their pets at the park.

Meeting Location Fees– Carol reported that the WB Church group would like us to pay $100.00 per usage.  This is a significant increase as for several years we have been making a donation of $30.00 per use.  We have also donated a number of items to the Church.  It was noted that St. Gabriel’s Church will allow us unlimited use of the Church Hall for a once a year fee of $100.00.  Members voted to have Carol negotiate with the WB Church group allowing a maximum payment of $250.00 for the year including the annual picnic.

Annual Picnic – Luise Puzzo has graciously agreed to chair our annual picnic which is tentatively set for August 26th, 2007.  Thanks to Olin Hoover for serving in that capacity so effectively for the past two years.  Luise asked for volunteers. During the meeting, volunteers included: Alex Salustri, (and his co-grill chef, John Carissimi), Sharon Poole and Barbara Coppeto.  If you would like to work, call Luise at 878-3322.
Traffic Concerns - Members noted that the intersection of Broadway and Naugatuck Avenue is a serious concern. It is suggested that this intersection needs stop signs placed on each corner (4-way STOP) in order to prevent an accident.  Enforcement of No Parking within 15 feet of the intersection is also requested.  Bob Rudd, our liaison to the Police Department, will bring this matter to their attention and request a traffic study.  
Beach Recovery – Carol reported that the board has written letters to government 

officials in support of the beach replenishment project.  However, State projects seem to proceed at a snail’s pace.  The board will continue to monitor this important beach recovery effort.
Walnut Beach Association Liaison – Olin Hoover suggested that we meet with the

Walnut Beach Association in order to arrange to work together on common interests.

Common concerns may include:  beach erosion, traffic issues, graffiti, etc.  Olin offered to serve as our liaison for that purpose.
Guest Speaker Suggestions – Carol requested suggestions for speakers for future meetings.  Some of the ideas proposed were:  Jim Amann – to speak on beach replenishment; Milford Tax Assessor - to speak on the proposed phase-in of tax increases; 

Milford Alderman – to answer general questions.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m.
