Minutes - General Meeting    Tuesday,  July 14, 2009
Carol Klingele called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.
Carol reported that the Board elected the following Officers:
President – Carol Klingele;

Vice-President – Thom Bach;  
Secretary – Connie Pino;

Treasurer – Anita Riggi
She introduced the rest of the board including:  Lynn Garand-Williams, Joe Puzzo, John Reilly and Alternates: Bob Rudd and Lucille Dente.
Treasurers Report – Anita Riggi reported that our bank balance is $4,795.55 plus the Park Account which is $1541.11 for a total of $6,336.66.  
Guest Speaker – Chief Keith Mello spoke about neighborhood concerns.  He emphasized that we are the eyes and ears of the Police Dept. and we need to call when a problem is occurring.  We should also call whenever we are stressed about quality of life issues, (i.e. noise, etc.)  If we are not pleased with the police response we should report it to his office.  His office also is appreciative when people call or email if they are happy with the police response to their concerns.  Options for reducing speeding on Broadway were discussed.  Stop signs were discussed.  The removal of sight interference at intersections was discussed.  The Chief will follow up on concerns noted.  The Chief has put in for Grant Money to pay for Street Cameras which he would like to install at the corner of Broadway and Naugatuck.  The Milford PD has also been given donations to be used towards these cameras as well as other items the MPD could utilize. 
Beach Restoration Committee – Connie Pino reported that Sen. Slossberg’s office is arranging a meeting this month with Mayor Richitelli, a representative of Congresswoman Rosa DeLauro’s office, a rep. from Sen. Dodd’s office, Alderman Manning and representatives from our Beach Reclamation Committee to discuss possible federal funding for beach replenishment.  Connie will maintain contact with Sen. Slossberg’s office regarding this meeting and other issues pertaining to beach replenishment.
Blighted Properties – Carol Klingele reported on blighted properties including: 1 Bittersweet (property owners are cleaning it up); 2 Bittersweet (The city attorney is working on this); 5 Bridgewater – (The city had issued a Cease and Desist order to which the owner has complied.  The home is For Sale and as long as the owner does not violate the C&D order the city has no recourse as to the condition of the property.  City is waiting for a response from the owner).  Carol will continue to work with Linda Stock and Lisa DeLullo at City Hall to keep pressure on these and other blighted homeowners to clean up their properties.
Unregistered Cars – Bob Rudd has compiled a list of unregistered vehicles on private property which he will give to Linda Stock in response to her request.
Thank you – Anita Riggi expressed her thanks to Lucille Dente, retiring treasurer, for the great job that she did.  Connie Pino thanked Bob Rudd for the terrific job he did as president  of our association.  Carol Klingele agreed, as did members of our association.
New Business – Discussion of donating money to the Police Fund to help them purchase street cameras.  A motion to have our association donate $1000.00 to the Police Fund was made by Barbara Coppeto and seconded by Lucille Dente.  The motion passed.  Anita Riggi will deliver a check to Chief Mello.  Discussion of forming a Block Watch committee.  Bob Rudd will coordinate this with the Police Department, and will arrange a special meeting to train volunteers.  Neighbors who are interested should contact Bob.
